The call for candidates for the prestigious EuChemS SUSTAINABLE CHEMISTRY AWARD (ESCA), will be open from March 1st, 2025, until April 30th 2025. The result will be announced and delivered at the 7EUGSC in Budapest 2025. This award will recognize outstanding scientific achievements and research excellence in green and sustainable chemistry by the awardee.
The nomination should take place through the nominations portal of the Division of Green and Sustainable Chemistry’s webpage https://www.euchems.eu/divisions/green-and-sustainable-chemistry-2/publications-reports-other-references/ 

The nomination of a candidate needs a short curriculum vitae and list of (up to 15) selected publications (no more than 4 A4 pages, 12 point, Arial font and single line space) and a cover letter (no more than 2 A4 pages, 12 point, Arial font and single line space), including the nominee’s key contributions and main reasons for nomination for this and considered to make them a suitable recipient of the prestigious ESCA award.
Candidates may self-nominate or may be nominated by any member of a society associated with the EuChemS. Nominations should be submitted no later than midnight (CET) of April 30th 2025.
The chair of the Division will oversee the nomination and selection procedure, send the documentation received by April 30th 2025 to the different members of the committee, internally nominated by the division for the selection of the ESCA award. The committee will evaluate the nominated candidates on their corresponding merits and will take a decision not later than May 23rd, 2025.

The final decision will be communicated to EuChemS and to the delegates of the Division and to the awardee, and made public through the EuChemS and Divisional web pages.
